Note #1:	Students applying for financial assistance typically sign an assumption of responsibility statement, attesting to their intention to participate and their willingness to repay the College for expenses incurred in their behalf should they withdraw.

	Applying for financial assistance is a time-consuming process. If you intend to borrow funds, follow the instructions provided with the application for study abroad and make an appointment with financial assistance without delay.

Note #2:	We have tried to estimate on the high side—though estimates are just that--estimates. Other expenses to be aware of include possible luggage or backpack purchase.

Note #3:	Airfare and Eurail passes will need to be paid for at the time we commit. Typically, we pay these expenses and have students reimburse the College. Unless you tell us at the time of application, we will make group flight arrangements, securing for all participants their airline tickets.  Financial aid recipients can “charge” their airfare and Eurail passes to an account to be cleared when their aid comes in, if they sign the assumption of responsibility statement.

Note #4:	All students are required to purchase international health insurance for the program.  The estimated cost for insurance assumes a student under the age of 50.  For students ages 50 and over, the price of insurance increases dramatically.  Please see the Office of International Programs for strategies that will help reduce costs.
