We are glad that you have joined our campus community and look forward to helping you achieve your academic goals.  Please take the time to read this letter. It will help you as you plan your academic schedule, and should answer questions you may have about Meredith’s General Education courses and your transfer credit evaluation. General education courses are those that all students in the college must take. Meredith’s general education provides a broad background in the liberal arts and sciences to go along with the specific focus of a major. The general education program also insures that you acquire basic skills important for meaningful work and civic life in the 21st century. These include: cultural knowledge and cross-cultural experiences; awareness of global problems and how to approach their solutions; a disposition toward civic engagement and collaborative problem solving, and higher level skills in writing, oral communication, research, and ethical reasoning.  In March of 2009 Academic Administration approved the general education program that you will complete as part of your studies here.  
The following bullet points will give you answers to several frequently asked questions regarding transfer students and transfer credit evaluations:

· Foreign Language.  Previous coursework and/or placement test results will help place you into the appropriate level of language study at Meredith.  There are a number of ways to complete Meredith’s foreign language competency (see your undergraduate catalog for more details).  Most frequently these involve passing Meredith’s competency exam or successful completion of an intermediate language course (205).  Depending on your starting point, this requirement may involve 0-9 credit hours.
· English Composition.  You may see that your credit evaluation shows that you must take ENG 111 at Meredith, even though you have taken an English composition course elsewhere. At many schools, students are expected to gain competency in English composition through a two-semester sequence. Meredith’s ENG 111 course is designed for you to achieve competency in college-level reading, writing, editing, research, and citation in one semester. If your previous college required two semesters of English composition and you completed only the first, you will need to complete ENG 111 or 112 here.
· Other Requirements.  Unique aspects of the general education program include attendance at Academic/Cultural Events, Across-the-Curriculum Thread Requirements, and the Experiential Learning Requirement. These requirements should not add hours on to your plan of study—they are likely built in to General Education or major courses.
