I N F O R M A T I O N 

Purpose, Sponsorship & Administration

The Meredith Art Student Support Grant provides support for committed, gifted art, graphic design and art education students. The grant (up to $1000) is designed to award projects that will advance the student’s creative development in demonstrable ways. It is funded by proceeds from the Meredith College Holiday Art Sale and administered by the MASS Grant Committee.

Grant funding may not be used:

• As scholarship to assist in the obtaining of academic degree.

• To pay a wage or fee to the applicant.

• To cover the cost of submitting this application or associated required reports.

Evaluation Criteria

The MASS Grant Committee will evaluate applications based on the following criteria:

• Quality of the applicant’s work.

• Applicant’s commitment to a career in studio art, graphic design, or art education.

• The project’s ability to advance the applicant’s creative development in demonstrable ways.

• The feasibility of the proposed project and realistic budget.

Application Documents

• Application Form

• Current Meredith College transcript

• Narrative/project description

• Budget Form

• A sealed letter of recommendation from an Art Department Faculty member (signed across the seal).
• Work samples: 5 works completed within the last 3 years.

• Supplemental documents as necessary.

Grant Requirements

• Funds may be spent only on those activities specified in the grant application or approved project budget revision. Grantees must submit a written request to the MASS Grant Committee prior to implementing any project or budget revisions.

• 75% of awarded grant money is paid upon receipt of the grant contract and any other required documents; 25% is paid after the

MASS Grant Committee receives the final report and documentation. Final grant payments are made on a reimbursement basis only; therefore, the recipient will initially have to pay some portion of the project.

• Grant recipients are required to make a presentation about their project as requested by the MASS Grant Committee.

• It is the responsibility of the recipient to determine her state and federal income tax liability as it relates to the grant award and to file appropriate tax forms.

• Grant Funds that are unspent at the end of the grant period must be returned to the Grant Fund within 30 days of the end of the grant period.

Application & Project Timeline

• Deadline for submission: to the Art Department office by 4:00 pm Thursday, March 16, 2012.

• Notification: by email on Friday, May 7, 2010

• Grant Period: The Project must be carried out between May 15, 2010 and March 1, 2011.

• Report: Project Documentation and Report must be submitted by 4:00 pm on Friday, March 25, 2011.

Eligible Applicants

• Currently enrolled Meredith College students who are Studio Art, Graphic Design or Art Education Majors are eligible to apply.

• Applicants should possess a strong record of artistic accomplishment appropriate to the stage of student’s academic career.

• Teams that consist of 2 or more Meredith Art students.

• Applicants who have been previously awarded a grant from this fund are ineligible to apply.

Grant Period

The grant must be completed within the Grant period: May 15, 2010 – March 1, 2011

Eligible Projects

The project’s relationship to the applicant’s creative advancement must be clearly defined in the application.

Possible grant awards may include, but are not limited to:

• Completion/Production of new work: For example, the cost of materials to complete new works or costs associated with the exhibition of new work.

• Training: For example, costs associated with workshops, courses or other advanced study.

• Travel: The cost for transportation and lodging associated with training, workshops, seminars, or research.

• Collaborative projects involving 2 or more Meredith Art students.

Order of Application Package

Application should be submitted in the following order:

2. Narrative/project description – Maximum of 750 words, 11 point type, double spaced.

3. Current Meredith College transcript

Application Requirements

Submit one (1) original of your completed application (keep a copy for your files).  All application documents should be:

• Composed in 11 point type and double spaced.

• Printed on both front and back of plain, white 8 ½” x 11” paper (except for the pages for the work samples, which should be printed on one side only)

• Assembled in the order indicated below.

• Bound with a paper clip – do not staple your application documents.

• Submitted in a 9” x 12” envelope addressed to the MASS Grant Committee

Application Guidelines

Narrative/Project Description

Provide a detailed description of the proposed project, not to exceed 750 words. The application will be evaluated on the following criteria: (the proposed project description should clearly address each of the evaluative criteria)

• Quality of the applicant’s work.

• Applicant’s commitment to a career in studio art, graphic design or art education.

• The project’s ability to advance the applicant’s creative development in demonstrable ways.

• Feasibility of the project and a realistic budget.

Budget

Itemize a list of all project expenses on MASS Grant Budget sheet. The proposed project’s budget should provide at least as much detail the detail sample Budget Form (see sample application documents below). The budget should be consistent with the project described in the narrative. Review your figures for accuracy. Round figures to the nearest whole number (for example: $200.00 rather than $199.50).

Recommendation

Submit one (1) signed letter of recommendation from a member of the Meredith College

Art Department faculty, who is familiar with the applicant’s recent work and supports the proposed project. The letter should be submitted in an envelope that has been signed across the sealed flap.
Work Samples

Images of five (5) works that were completed in the last 3 years should be submitted according to the following requirements:

• Printed no larger than 8 ½” x 11” on one side of white paper

• Image resolution should be no less than

300 dpi

• For each 2-dimensional work submit one image only – print each image on a single page

• For each 3-dimensional work you may presented up to 2 images – present each work on a single page

• Each work must be labeled clearly with its title, medium, size and date of completion. Applications should be delivered to:
