REMOVAL OF ARTWORK AT THE END OF THE SEMESTER

ABSENCE POLICY FOR THE ART DEPARTMENT 

No one may miss more than an aggregate of 3 weeks of classes or 6 absences for ANY reason, including excused 

illnesses or excused sports-related activities. Nothing is excused after 6 absences. Studio classes are really impossible to 

make up, so anyone who must miss 7 classes or more will receive an automatic F, or you must withdraw (W). 7 classes is 

the equivalent of 25% of the semester’s classes. If you have missed 25% of the classes, you need to retake the class. 
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
