Welcome- Danny welcomed members and guest Cristan Harris to the first meeting of 2010.

Lunch Discussion- Recent campus issues were discussed.  Members talked briefly about the recently conducted budget forums and the new approach of the budget committee to seek input prior to beginning budget preparations for the coming year.  
A recent email about the Study Work Study program caused concern with students.  More students are qualified for work study; however, many students are unable to find employment on campus.  Many students have no transportation so off-campus employment is not an option and they are looking to supplement their tuition with earnings from a campus position.  A review is underway to determine the impact of modifying the program by limiting the number of hours a single student can work or limiting the number of on-campus positions a student can hold.

NCICU College Access Grant – Cristan Harris provided information on a grant Meredith has received from the North Carolina Independent Colleges and Universities.  The Admissions team will be collaborating with El Pueblo to conduct a Hispanic College Fair in April 2010.  The theme will be tied to the !Levantate¡ North Carolina idea of “Stand Up! For Education” and will include middle and high school students from a large portion of the state.  Counselors will be working with schools to identify qualified students.  Bus transportation will be provided.  Representatives from various educational programs and financial resources will also be part of the event.   
Facilitator Training – Sherri Alston, Pam Davis, Maggie Lucas, Marilyn Lucas, Sarah May, Miranda McCall, and Kevin Morrison joined Dorothy Ashworth for Study Circle Facilitator Training on December 14th.  Sarah reported the session went well. Tips on successful training strategies such as how to get people involved in the conversation and keeping the group discussions on task were part of the training.  
Tomecca Sloane will take lead on the spring 2010 Study Circles training.  Allynna Stone will also facilitate and, to have exposure to the process, each of the recently trained facilitators will be included in one session. Dates were selected.  Danny will send a campus invitation seeking participants for the spring group.

Diversity Grants – Members were provided a copy of last year’s grant application and outcomes report.  Grant applications will be due to Danny Green by March 12, 2010.  No other recommendations for change to the application were identified.  There was a suggestion to request pictures of the project to be included with the outcomes report.
