Welcome- Danny welcomed Dr. Cuffney as today’s guest who is here to share information on the Celebrating Student Achievement Day event scheduled for April 23rd.  
Lunch Discussion- For the benefit of new council members and Dr. Cuffney, there was a briefing on the council’s previous involvement in the CSA events.  This year’s theme is sustainability and there are some changes to the schedule of events.  The poster session will be held in conjunction with the breakfast event.  The council will again recognize student projects whose research deals with diverse issues.  Dr. Cuffney will provide members with access to the BlackBoard space where project abstracts will be posted.  Members decided to recognize posters in addition to oral presentations.  The council will again provide lunch entertainment.  Arrangements have been made for Oak City Drums to return with the drum circles entertainment.  In order to assure audience participation, special advertising will be done.  Danny will work with Carol Finley and the dance team to incorporate improvisational dance into the session.
Student Activities and Events Diversity Survey- Sue Kearney and Toni Parker drafted two versions of the proposed diversity survey.  The “attitudes” survey will go to all students, faculty, and staff.  The “activities” survey will go to program/department heads and selected committee/councils.  Sue and Allynna Stone prepared a comprehensive list of areas for which the activities survey will be directed. Review and modifications were made to the survey questions.  A few changes were made to the list of areas to receive the activities survey.  Sue also shared information about responses from the student activities survey distributed prior to winter break.  With the assistance of Cheryl Jenkins’ office, a similar diversity survey was distributed to leaders of campus clubs and organizations.  29 responses have been received.  11 clubs/organizations report having dealt with issues of diversity last semester; 9 clubs/organizations report they will have involvement with issues of diversity this semester.  15 of the responding clubs/organizations note that diversity is addressed through their mission statements.
Study Circles- Members were provided a draft of selected participants.  Participants will be notified via email of their selection.  If anyone selected is unable to participate, a replacement will be selected from the waiting list.  Opening session will be March 11th.  
Diversity Grants- Danny was notified that the Disabilities Awareness event which had been awarded a grant for the 2008-2009 year has been canceled.  Circumstances prevent counseling staff from being able to properly prepare for the event.  They expressed an interest in reapplying for the 2009-2010 school year.
Announcements- Apartment sign up was Monday, February 23rd.  There was good response but apartments are still available.
