Study Circles Update – Tomecca Sloane and Allynna Stone concluded the spring ’10 study circles training with 13 participants.  They report little conflict amongst the group and uniformity of support for the issues shared.  Immigration support and sexual orientation concerns were part of the focus.   Members discussed how to continue to support the concerns identified by the participants.
