French Major

A traditional French major will include these
courses:

A total of 35 credit hours above the 100-level is
required to major in French. Of course, more hours
are acceptable, even recommended. Since upper-
level courses are not taught on a regular basis,
students are urged to enroll in these courses
whenever they are offered. It is also recommended
that majors spend at least one summer, if not a
semester or a year, in a French-speaking country.
See the department head for more information. All
courses are three (3) credit hours with the exception
of FRE350, for which students receive one (1) credit
per semester. This class may be taken as many as
three times for credit. Courses offered under the
900 option may replace any literature course listed.
Students must have taken two (2) units of
literature, that is, six (6) credit hours, to major in
French. See the department head for detailed
information. = Courses taken abroad may be
counted towards major requirements but must be
cleared with the department head and major
advisor before departure. French majors must also
take HIS102. The French program is continually
revised. Check with the department chair for
course offerings and equivalents.

For K-6 add-on Licensure (for students who receive licensure in another K-6 area)
Complete requirements for minor in French, Education courses and the Foreign Languages Methods course FL 764.

For 9-12 add-on Licensure (for students who receive licensure in another 9-12 area)
Complete requirements for a minor in French and the Foreign Languages Methods course FL 764.

NOTE: Foreign Languages Methods course FL 764 does not count towards a French major or minor, although it is
required for Licensure.
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
