Meredith College Student Ambassadors Program

Position Description
The Meredith College Student Ambassadors Program is an undergraduate student organization founded in 2003 to support the work of the Department of Institutional Advancement through its work with alumnae, parents, and friends of Meredith College. The Student Ambassadors will serve as a bridge between the students and these constituencies. 

Members will be nominated by Meredith College faculty or staff and will go through an interview process for a one-year renewable appointment. If a student wishes to nominate herself she must be supported by the recommendation of at least one faculty or staff member.

Student Ambassadors will have the opportunity to meet influential members of the College and the greater Meredith community. They will also have opportunities for professional development by understanding the importance of philanthropy and the supportive activities of the Institutional Advancement Department.
The Student Ambassadors will meet once a month and are expected to volunteer at a minimum of six Meredith College events during the course of an academic year. Members will be allowed one unexcused absence from an event before being asked to resign.  

Members will report to the Assistant Director of the Meredith Fund in consultation with the Director of the Meredith Fund. Membership may be renewed after one year’s service upon evaluation from the Assistant Director of the Meredith Fund. 

The Student Ambassadors demonstrate leadership ability, high moral character, and a commitment to Meredith College. They have a love for Meredith College and will communicate this throughout the community by their presence at College and community events.
