Course description

This course will examine the field of politics and government with a popular culture framework.  Popular culture communicates a set of norms and values particularly to a youth subculture.  This course will examine those values and assess their impact on civic engagement and political culture.  Traditionally popular (lowbrow) culture has been treated as less important and less salient than other means of political communication such as newspapers, news magazines, and TV news shows.  However, as popular culture has become more pervasive and meaningful, it becomes more important to examine this method of communication.   We will examine movies that treat politics, political institutions or processes as their main focus.  These movies will be studied to “decode” the meaning and purpose of those films.

Student learning outcomes.  

As a result of this course students will:
· Identify both the text and the subtext of film narratives.
· Analyze these texts and subtexts using models from political science
· Assess the value and impact of these films on political phenomena

1. know basic theoretical frameworks within the particular field of study or discipline;
1. explain social scientific discovery and process, and the ability to explain the primary research methods of the field;

1. apply theoretically-based explanations and solutions to individual behavior or societal phenomena;  solve problems by analyzing data, thinking critically, and selecting optimal results

Course organization

 During class time we will view films and discuss them either as the film progresses or in seminar fashion at the conclusion of the film.  Students will come prepared to view the films by reading assigned texts that explore pertinent political theories as well as on-line film criticisms and analysis.  Students will also see some films as homework assignments and come to class prepared to discuss those films.  Showing of films outside of class will be arranged when the film is too long for the class period.

Course requirements and grading
· Written preview and postviews, 60%.   See guidelines on page 3.  Students will come to class prepared to watch the movie.  After watching the movie, discussing it in class, and reading pertinent text they will write a two page review (postview).  Papers will not be accepted after the class discussion of the film.  YOU MUST COME TO CLASS WITH YOUR PAPER.
· Class discussion participation will account for a 20% of the grade. 
· One paper:  The paper (12-15 pages) will be a close analysis of at least one of the movies we saw paired with one movie of the students’ choice.  Extra credit will be assigned if the paper is submitted to CSA.   Students may also shape a project that incorporates additional media outlets in consultation with Dr. True-Weber.  The paper is worth 20% of the total grade.  
· Grading is on a ten point scale.
· Attendance is required.  The class will not meet when the college is closed for inclement weather.

Preparing for each in-class film

1.  Read reviews – know the plot and the characters
2. Read about the director.  What other films has he done/ what a kind of questions is he/she interested in?  Does he/she contribute money to candidates?  Which party?  Does it matter?
3. What was the historical context for the movie?  What issues or problems were apparent when the film was made?
4. If the movie is about “real” events, read about those events.

You may use the following questions as guidelines for thinking about the films we will be viewing.  We will discuss these questions in class and I will outline in lecture how to use the questions for your written work.
1.  What is the problem or dilemma the film addresses?  
a. Are there any “sub-problems”?
2. What argument does the film make about politics or government?  What icons or symbols are used in the argument?
3. Is the movie ironic, cynical, earnest, scary?   How does this attitude relate to the problem the film addresses?
4. Is the film “true”?  Is it historical accurate?  Why does it take this perspective?
5. What scenes grabbed you?
6. What characters did you like or dislike? Why did you have this reaction?  Is it the one the film wants you to have?
7. Where was “light” and “dark”?
8. What music or other effects were used?
9. What was the camera work like and why does it matter?
10. How was the “framing” done?
11.  What is the historical context for the film?
12. What does it want you to believe? To think?
13. What strategies does it use to persuade you?
14. How does the film treat reality?  How true to life is it?
15. If the film is about real events does the director  become an historian
16. What does the film depend on you to know?
17. Who is the enemy?  Who is the good?
18. What ideals or principles are examined?  Affirmed or rejected?
