CATALOUGE COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Women’s experiences and the expression of these experiences in artifacts, historical documents, and literature will be studied in this course which is linked to an ENG 200 course.  The place and role of women in history, especially as they relate to economic systems will be explored.  

COURSE OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES:
   The goals of this course are to
    1.  study women from prehistoric time to the present and throughout the globe

         in an to attempt to understand what their role and place was understood to be and
         the reasons for this; how their position was enforced, and  the reasons for variations in            

         their experiences.
     2. examine documents and artifacts in order to understand what they tell us about

         women. 

     3. read scholarly interpretations about women’s position in society and to study the 

         assumptions that underline these interpretations.   

   Progress toward these goals will be evaluated by evidence of knowledge and understanding 

         as  indicated by class involvement and by performance on daily quizzes,  tests, oral 

         presentations and written work.

Class Attendance and Involvement :  The key to doing well in this or any class is
        attendance, thorough preparation, attention and involvement. Although there is no   

        specific amount allotted for the preceding, these factors will be taken into consideration in 
        calculating your final grade especially if you are between two grades.

 Daily Reading Assignments in the Harriman text and handouts:  Your daily assignments will 
       generally require roughly 2  hours of preparation per class or from 4 to 5 hours of study 
       a week. You will be given a quiz at the beginning of class each day that there is a reading 
       assignment.  You may use hand or computer written notes on the material when taking a  

       quiz.  The quiz will generally consist of 5 multiple choice questions; often one of these 

       will ask about the thesis of the chapter or article.
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Films:  You are required to watch two films from a list that will be provided (you may also

       suggest other films to me for my approval), to complete a form about each film, and to      

       discuss the films with me.   Two days, have been set aside for class discussion of the   

       films; however, you have the option of completing this assignment early; this means that when 
       you have completed both films let me know and I’ll arrange a discussion with you.  Even 

       though this assignment is due late in the semester, I urge you to complete this 

       fairly painless assignment in dreary January and February.  The first secret word is agriculture.   

      Just tell me when you are ready.  
Princess:  You are expected to read this book and take two quizzes on it. You may use 

       prepared notes when taking the quizzes--nothing copied.   The combined total of questions on 

       both quizzes will be 10 (multiple choice) questions.  While the quizzes must be taken by the 
       assigned dates, you have the option of taking any of  them earlier (the deadline for taking a quiz  

       early is 1 week before the assigned date).  As with the films, if several students are ready early, I 
       will try to arrange an early discussion date for you .
