Course Description


This course is a study of substantive policy. We will examine the political and governmental forces and constraints that shape environmental policy.  Our scope will include the policies of the United States and issues of the global environment.  We will address the most current controversies and issues of regulation and remediation.  We will focus on the tensions, paradoxes and dilemmas posed by the interaction of humans and the environment.  In particular we will explore the following themes.

1.  Relationships between government and environmental concerns – including international environmental issues (oceans, global climate change, ozone layer).

2. The relationship between the environment and business

3. The relationship between the older generation and the younger generation

4. The challenges of a pluralist culture and political system in an increasingly fragile natural environment.

Course Format


The course is designed to provide information concerning the state of the environment, how governmental policy is relevant to these issues, and to take small, concrete actions based on the information.  The first part of the course will engage you in gaining a basic understanding of policy issues. The second part of the course will be in a seminar format.  We will address specific issues concerning the environment and environmental policy.  The task will be to find out as much as we can about a specialized topic and then to create a small win project to address the issue.   This semester we may study global climate change.
Instructional goals.

Students will be able to:

1. Compare ecological and political perspectives on environmental problems.

2. Apply knowledge of the policy system to an environmental issue.

3. Explain the principle assumption of political arguments.

4. Describe the origins and history of environmental policies.

5. Understand the substance of particular environmental policies

6. Create a personal plan of action.

Course Assignments and Grading


Tests: 40%.  There will be two tests over the reading assignments and a final exam.  The tests will include both objective questions and essay questions.  

Project 40%.   This is a two party project.  The first part is a research paper that will focus on policy that will solve problems.  The second part is a personal plan for action.  You will be given additional information about the project.


Participation: 20% particularly important in the seminar portion of the class.

Attendance is at your discretion.  We will not have class when the College is closed for inclement weather.  
Grades are calculated on a ten point scale.
