OBJECTIVES:  To expose students to the workplace environments in which political scientists and practical politicians function; to put “flesh on the bones” of the theory of political science that students learn in the classroom; to demonstrate how the ideals of political science sometimes inform and sometimes are transformed by actual practices in the field.

EDUCATIONAL OUTCOMES: Depend on each specific internship and are specified on special studies form.
PERFORMANCE MEASURES:  Students grades are based on the Politics Internship Evaluation form filled in by the student’s on-site supervisor and on a written report of 4-5 pages in length describing the internship experience and how it shaped the student’s view of Political Science.  Both the form and report are submitted to supervisor for grading.

ATTENDANCE: For 3 credit hours, students perform a minimum of 120 contact hours with the organization hosting the internship; for 2 hours 80; for one hour 40.  Work schedules are approved and monitored by supervisor.

TEXTS:  Any necessary instructional reading materials will be assigned by supervisor based on the kind of internship undertaken.

HONOR CODE:  We, the Meredith Community, are committed to developing and affirming in each student a sense of personal honor and responsibility.  Uncompromising honesty and forthrightness are essential elements of this commitment.  The Honor System is a method by which individual honors are protected and maintained.  Any dishonorable action will be regarded as a violation of this commitment, and corrective action will be taken.
