Application for Mid-Year Admission to the 

Meredith College Honors Program

Thank you for your interest in the Meredith College Honors Program.  The Honors program at Meredith is an enriched academic program for gifted and motivated students.  We admit highly qualified students without regard to race, creed, national or ethnic origin, sexual orientation, age or disability.  

Who may apply?  Most Honors students are admitted as incoming freshmen.  However, a small number of talented and motivated students are accepted to the program at mid-year.  We invite and encourage applications from current Meredith students who meet the following requirements:

· Completion of a minimum of 15 credit hours at Meredith (inclusive of the current semester) and with at least 60 hours remaining until graduation.

· A strong academic track record.  This would typically include:  Outstanding Meredith GPA (most students admitted at mid-year are above 3.85); a challenging course selection; a consistent record of academic and/or personal challenge and accomplishment prior to attending Meredith.

· Motivation and desire to participate fully in the Honors program.  We are looking for individuals who will both benefit from and contribute to the community of scholars that form the Honors program.

Why Apply?  As a student in the Honors program, you are eligible to take courses designed exclusively for Honors students, to participate in cultural enrichment programs through the Focus on Excellence series, to take part in Honors travel-and-learn experiences, and to participate in and contribute to the variety of enrichment opportunities and shared experiences that create the Meredith Honors community.  Upon successful completion of the program, you will graduate as an Honors Scholar with special recognition on your transcript and in the graduation program.  Mid-year admission to Honors does not make you eligible for additional scholarship money.  It will, however, provide you with a set of enriching experiences and relationships that will have a lifelong impact. What are the requirements?  Most honors requirements overlap your existing General Education and major requirements. How and when do I apply?  Applications for mid-year admission are accepted in late November and early December.  The deadline for application for the 2009-2010 academic year is December 11.  Complete the application form below.  If the form is missing, go the Honors website at www.meredith.edu/honors.  Be sure to click on the application form for Current Meredith Students.  Complete the application and return it, along with the accompanying materials, to Deb Laube, Honors Program Assistant (115 Joyner, 760-8604, laubedeb@meredith.edu).  We will review applications after fall semester grades have been submitted to the registrar, and will schedule interviews during the week of January 11.  You can expect a decision before the end of the drop-add period for spring semester.
