The terms “environment” and “environments” are used in a variety of scholarly ways. “Environment” is commonly used in studies that have an ecological/biological focus. The term also is used in very different ways in the fields of architecture, education, sociology, art, and medicine. The examination of the effectiveness of classroom configurations, the study of uses of interactive exhibits in museums, and an overview of the iconography of cave art at Lascaux would each address in some way the theme “environments for learning.” How does mathematical modeling enable us to understand the world?  Isn’t the virtual world of a novel an environment for learning?    

We encourage submissions from across the disciplines in order to explore and to expand the meanings of “environment.” The conference will be a showcase of a wide range of quality student research, and our hope is that the multivalent theme will generate some surprising connections among the various academic disciplines.       

We invite proposals by directors/deans, faculty, and students. Faculty, deans and directors are invited to submit Director/Faculty Workshop proposals regarding all aspects of Honors program development and administration as well as workshops that focus on Honors curriculum and pedagogy. Students are invited to submit proposals for scholarly papers and posters that address the conference theme. Student proposals must be submitted with the approval of the Honors program director/dean/instructor.
