Fathom Introduction

Collections

· Automatically created when you import data or create a table

Table

· Pull down to type in data.  You will drag columns to create graphs, produce summaries or perform tests.

Graph

· Drag columns to x or y-axis and choose graph type from the top right pull down menu.  

· Fathom decides if the data you imported is categorical or numerical.  If necessary, see yellow box to change.  Can drag axes to scale and click on text boxes to change labels. 

· Right click over graph to choose attributes to add (regression lines, residual plots and more)

· Choose “plot function” if you want a function without data

Summary

· Drag columns into box and choose which type of statistical summary you want.  If you chose two data sets, you will get the correlation coefficient.
Model

· Used to perform simple and detailed regression lines.

· Drag columns into box and you’ll get the regression line and correlation coefficient.

Slider

· Used to see what happens to a parameter if its value changes.  You can type a slider name directly into a formula or equation. 
· Choose a graph; right click and choose plot function.  Create your function using the slider name.  Then just click the play button.

To make a report in Word

· Just copy and paste what you want directly into Word

To Import data from another source

· File, import:  from file:  must be a txt file (can save excel as txt)

· File, import: from url:  type in name of website (amazing!)

To format screen
· File, show page breaks
