English Tutors (15-20 students):
1. Tutors must be recommended by a faculty member who can attest to the student’s knowledge in her content area.  (Recommendations will be requested from faculty in the fall semesters, sometime after fall break.)  Faculty can download the form here or call the Learning Center (760-2800) for a hard copy.

2. Once a faculty member has filed a recommendation form with the Learning Center, a student can fill out and turn in an application.  Students can download the application here or visit the Learning Center (120 Jones) for a hard copy.

Timeline:

November—December:  Interviews conducted by Directors of LC


Spring:  Students selected to tutor enroll in ENG 155, where they are trained and file 
documentation (tax forms, contracts, etc.) with the appropriate college offices


Fall:  Start Tutoring

Math Tutors (8-12 students):
1. Tutors must be recommended by a faculty member who can attest to the student’s knowledge in her content area.  (Recommendations will be requested from faculty in the fall and spring semesters, sometime before break.)  Faculty can download the form here or call the Learning Center (760-2800) for a hard copy.

2. Once a faculty member has filed a recommendation form with the Learning Center, a student can fill out and turn in an application.  Students can download the application here or visit the Learning Center (120 Jones) for a hard copy.

Tutors for Other Subjects (3-5 students):

(Recommendations will be requested from faculty in the fall and spring semesters, sometime before break.)  Faculty can download the form here or call the Learning Center (760-2800) for a hard copy.

2. Once a faculty member has filed a recommendation form with the Learning Center, a student can fill out and turn in an application.  Students can download the application here or visit the Learning Center (120 Jones) for a hard copy.
3. Student enrolls in either ENG 155 or MAT 155 and completes Tutor Training semester before student begins tutoring.
