support the Meredith Fund?  

A. Meredith is a private institution that relies 
on private support to help pay the bills.

B. Alumnae support, as demonstrated through
gifts to the annual fund, is a powerful indicator
of the trust you have in the College.

C. Gifts, no matter what the size, are symbolic 
of your commitment to Meredith and your
belief in the College’s mission.

D. In today’s world, you feel it is important that
young women will benefit from the same
excellent education you received as a student.

E. Alumnae opinion of Meredith is a major factor
when granting agencies and foundations evalu-
ate requests from the College.

F. National publications, such as U.S. News and
World Report, cite alumnae giving as one of the
criteria in determining an institution’s 
rank. (These rankings can significantly affect 
the College’s ability to recruit.)

G. All of the above.

An “A” to those of you who checked “all of the
above.” Unfortunately, alumnae giving this year
may only get a passing grade. Last year only 
23% or two out of every 10 alumnae made a gift 
to the College. Among our sister institutions,
we are lagging behind.

A recent report from the Women’s College
Coalition indicates that almost one-half 
of women’s colleges have annual fund 
participation rates of 30% or more. Eight 
women’s colleges had rates of 40% or 
more and the highest rates were 71%.

It’s hard to believe that there are alumnae at other
institutions more loyal than Meredith alumnae.
We can and must do better by reaching our goal
of 24.5% by the end of the fiscal year.

As of May 22, with 39 days left in this fiscal year,
17.7% of alumnae have given to Meredith. We need
an additional 998 alumnae to make a gift to the
College by June 30, 2003 to reach our goal.

In addition to a participation goal, a goal of
$575,000 has been set for the Meredith Fund this
year. This will require raising an additional
$119,650.71 to the $455,349.29 that has already been
raised.

Through your gift to the Meredith Fund, you not
only communicate just how special Meredith is,
but you also provide meaningful support for the
College. Your gift will support each and every 
student on campus and means much more than
just helping us “pay the bills.”

In order to be counted this year and to help us
reach our goal of $575,000, gifts must be received
by June 30, 2003. In addition to mailing your gift
to Meredith, you may charge your Visa or
MasterCard by calling (919) 760-8373 or give
online at www.meredith.edu.

I realize you are very busy, but I ask
that you please complete this ques-
tionnaire. It is also available online
at www.meredith.edu/alumnae for
your convenience. Our office is con-
verting July 1 to a new database
and we’d love to have the new
information ready for this conver-
sion process.
