The Triangle Alliance

As part of the Quality Assurance Program (QAP) of the North Carolina State Board of Education, formal partnerships between institutions of higher education (IHEs) and the local education agencies (LEAs) in the Triangle were recommended.  On May 2, 1984, representatives from the IHEs and the LEAs in the Triangle area met to address the selection and training of cooperating teachers and the placement, orientation, supervision and evaluation of student teachers and interns.  In addition, this group elected to explore collaborative efforts to improve the overall effectiveness of all internships, including student teaching.  Now called the Triangle Alliance, the group includes representatives from area school systems and colleges and universities:  Chapel Hill-Carrboro City Schools, Durham County Schools, Harnett County Schools, Johnston County Schools, Orange County Schools, Wake County Schools, Campbell University, Duke University, Elon University, Meredith College, North Carolina Central University, North Carolina State University, St. Augustine’s College, Shaw University, University of North Carolina-Chapel Hill, and the Regional Alternative Licensure Center.


The Alliance is designed to bring together representatives of public schools, colleges and universities in the Research Triangle area to work on university-school issues regarding preservice training and seamless induction in the profession.  The organization meets two to four times during the academic year to discuss issues such as the placement of student teachers, all interns, the training of cooperating teachers and supervisors in schools, college/university supervisors, and ideas for strengthening field-based experiences in schools.
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
