I.
Professional/Technology Portfolios

Jane Gleason presented the summary for the professional teaching portfolio that combines both the professional portfolio and the technology portfolio.  Several program coordinators asked for a template.  Lisa Fredenburgh, Tim Hendrix, and Rich Rairigh volunteered to work with School of Education members on designing a template.

EDU 241 –Projects completed by summer EDU 241 students were shared.  Some faculty indicated interest either in participating in the course or having professional development seminars conducted in the summer.  School of Education will research professional development money to offer several seminars during the summer.

IHE Reports

Toni Parker reported that Meredith College’s program was not sanctioned, and that our numerical scores were good.  She will email the results to program coordinators and methods faculty.  She also reported that next year’s IHE report would look seriously at parental involvement.
IV.
NCDPI Update

Program coordinators/methods faculty were encouraged to continue their collection of evidences according to their program standards.  Sherry Shapiro asked about the CORE standards and whether the programs should be collecting evidence for those standards, also.  Even though the major responsibility for the CORE standards belongs to the School of Education, all programs should collect evidence, also.  Toni Parker will be meeting with individual program coordinators during the 2004-05 school year to discuss the NCDPI standards, including matrices, evidence, program updates, etc.

V.
NCATE 2006

Monica McKinney updated the program coordinators/methods faculty on NCATE.  

Conceptual Framework:  Should be a part of all syllabi, along with INTASC standards.  Also, the School of Education needs feedback on the framework:  Is it still relevant?  Does it need to be reviewed, updated?  Do people understand it?
Assessment:  We need to collect data from the midterm assessment of student interns from School of Education faculty supervisors and program supervisors in K-12 (excluding foreign language).  This data should be collected from cooperating teachers, also.  K-6 program supervisors will turn that information into Margaret Clary (fall semester) and Tricia Willoughby (spring semester), and middle/secondary/K-12 supervisors will send it to Toni Parker.  The “Worksheet for Competencies and Indicators” will be used for midterm; the “Competencies Demonstrated” will be used for final.
From our Assessment System:  Monica asked for assistance on the following two areas – how do we “identify teachers who practice culturally relevant and inclusive teaching practices and initiate a professional development relationship with these teachers,” and what mechanism do we have to report this?  AND,

how are we to “Establish a process for continuous assessment of the teaching of diversity issues in professional education courses”?
Toni is going to work with the middle/secondary/K-12 program coordinators/ methods faculty on ways to “identify teachers practicing culturally relevant and inclusive teaching practices.”
Lisa Fredenburgh suggested that we establish a discussion board to continuously “assess the teaching of diversity issues.”  

The School of Education has a Blackboard site, and in discussions with Monica, it is possible for us to enroll all program coordinators/methods faculty and to post discussion board questions.  We are considering using this system to gain information.  Monica will be attending the NCATE training this fall and will return with lots of ideas ( of things that we can do to be ready for Fall 2006.

Faculty Licensure

Linda Hubbard updated the program coordinators/methods faculty on the requirements for licensed faculty.  A handout was given providing an overview of the licensing procedures.  She will be giving the information to department chairs and Deans.
