Policies related to Graduate theses supervision, graduate course load and other matters

The proposals submitted last year related to Graduate theses supervision and graduate course load were approved by Dr. Rosalind Reichard for implementation this year. To ensure that everyone is clear on what has been approved, we are sending a copy of the approved proposals to you. 

Approved policy related to Master’s Theses Supervision and Graduate Course Load Allocation impacting the School of Health and Human Sciences & The School of Education

1) Beginning with Fall 2005, faculty who supervise master’s theses will be awarded 2/3 hr load credit per master’s thesis student.  (Faculty will be awarded thesis supervision load only one time per student.) Faculty load for supervision of Master’s theses may accrue from one year to the next. During the semester that a faculty member accrues one to three load hours, or any time following the accrual of one to three load hours, the faculty member will receive reassigned time in the amount accrued. The faculty member should work in consultation with their Department Head/Dean to determine the semester the reassignment will occur; however the goal is to provide faculty with their reassigned load in a timely manner.  

a. The parameters requested by the Vice President for Academic Affairs that faculty load be allocated on the basis of number of supervised master thesis students and that these students are required to enroll in courses for credit  have been met by this proposal.

2) Additionally, beginning with Fall 2005, both Schools will implement the load allocation formula developed by the Vice President for Academic Affairs related to graduate classes: load for faculty teaching graduate courses with 10 or more students will be determined by applying the formula 1.5 x credit hours per course; load for faculty teaching graduate courses with 9 or fewer students will be determined by the applying the formula 1.0 x credit hours per course. (In other words, load for faculty teaching a 3-hr graduate courses with 10 or more students will be 4.5 hrs. and load for faculty teaching a 3-hr graduate course with 9 or fewer students will be 3 hrs.)

Approved policy related to Master’s Project supervision impacting the School of Health and Human Sciences 

Beginning with Fall 2005, faculty who supervise master’s research projects through FN 670 will be awarded 1/3 hr load credit per student working on a 3-hr master’s culminating research project.  (Faculty will be awarded project supervision load only one time per student.) Faculty load for supervision of Master’s projects may accrue from one year to the next. During the semester that a faculty member accrues one to three load hours, or any time following the accrual of one to three load hours, the faculty member will receive reassigned time in the amount accrued. The faculty member should work in consultation with their Department Head/Dean to determine the semester the reassignment will occur; however the goal is to provide faculty with their reassigned load in a timely manner.  
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
