WEBADVISOR FAQS
Who is eligible for WebAdvisor pre-registration?

All currently enrolled undergraduate and graduate degree-seeking students, students earning a second degree or second major, and students who are enrolled in a post-baccalaureate licensure program may register using WebAdvisor.  CRC students in one of the teacher licensure programs may pre-register according to the number of hours they have completed at their home institution.  
How can I access WebAdvisor for pre-registration?
Log on to WebAdvisor.  You can access it at https://advisor.meredith.edu.  You must have a user ID and a password.  If you have lost or forgotten your password, you can reset it by choosing “What’s my password?”  If you have lost or forgotten your user ID, you can access it through WebAdvisor by selecting “Account Information” and then choosing “What’s my user ID?”  You must have met with your advisor and your advisor must have authorized you for registration.  Your financial account must show no balance due and your medical records must be complete.  Remember that if you wish to register for a course that has a pre-requisite, the pre-requisite course must be complete or in progress.   
When can I register?

Registration times are assigned by class standing, based on credit hours earned.  To verify your total earned credits, go to WebAdvisor and select “Academic History” under the “Academic Profile” heading.  Then under “Transcript Type” select “Undergraduate” or “Graduate.”  Your total earned credits are listed at the bottom of the course list.  To determine your registration time, refer to the chart above.  WebAdvisor pre-registration will be open until 12:00 noon on Monday, November 23, 2009.  If you have not pre-registered by this date, you may pre-register in person in the Office of the Registrar beginning at 8:30 am on Tuesday, November 24, 2009.  You must present a tuition receipt and you may pre-register until 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, December 22, 2009.  Registration for non-pre-registered students re-opens at 11:00 a.m. in the Science and Math Building on Tuesday, January 12, 2010.  Registration hours on that day are 11:00 a.m. until 12:00 noon and 2:00 p.m. until 4:00 p.m.  Registration and drop/add will continue in the Office of the Registrar from Wednesday, January 13, 2010 until Wednesday, January 20, 2010.
During what hours will WebAdvisor be available for pre-registration?
Except for regularly scheduled system maintenance time (1:30 a.m. to 4:00 a.m. nightly), WebAdvisor is available seven days a week.  
Must I use WebAdvisor to register?  

 You may register in person in the Office of the Registrar during the following times:
Those with permission to register at 8:30 a.m. may come to the Office of the Registrar starting at 10:00 a.m. on their day to register. Those with permission to register at 2:30 p.m. may come to the Office of the Registrar starting at 3:30 p.m. on their day to register.
Can I make changes to my schedule after I register?

After you have pre-registered, you may add or delete courses until 4:00 p.m. on Tuesday, December 22, 2009.  Make sure you discuss schedule changes with your advisor.  Academic advisors will be notified via e-mail of all pre-registration schedule changes.  

The drop/add period begins online again at 12:00 noon on Tuesday, January 12, 2010 and ends on Wednesday, January 20, 2010.    

After January 20, 2010 you may withdraw from a class in the Office of the Registrar using a Drop/Add form.  WebAdvisor will not allow you to drop all of your classes.  If you wish to withdraw from Meredith, you must do so either in the Dean of Students office, if you are a traditional undergraduate; the 23+ office, if you entered Meredith through that program; or in the Department of Education, if you are a licensure only student.
How do I register for a CORE-200 course?
The CORE-200 courses have two components.  For example, CORE-209-A, Women in the West: History and Literature, is composed of HIS-285-A and ENG-200-D.  These course sections are linked so that when you register for one section, you are automatically registered for the other.  If you drop one of the sections, you will be dropped from the other.  You must successfully complete both courses to fulfill your CORE-200 requirement.  
Are there any courses that are not available through WebAdvisor?

If you wish to take a course at one of the Cooperating Raleigh College institutions, you must registrar in the Office of the Registrar.  Use a Drop/Add form to put the “dummy” course CRC-001 on your schedule.  At the same time complete an Inter-institutional Approval Form and obtain your advisor’s signature.  Then obtain a signature from the appropriate Meredith department head.  Return the form to the Office of the Registrar for approval and instructions on how to complete your registration.  Remember that you must earn a grade of C- or higher in order to obtain credit for the class.

If you pre-register for an independent study or an internship (910, 920, 930), your completed special study form is due in the Office of the Registrar no later than Wednesday, January 20, 2010.
If you pre-register for an honor thesis or a research project (299, 498, 499), your research form is due in the Office of the Registrar by Wednesday, February 10, 2010.

If you would like to pre-register for an applied music course (with the exception of recital courses), you must register in the Music Department after completing the applied music form.  These forms are available in the Office of the Registrar and in the Music Department office.

If you wish to make a grading change and take a Pass/Fail course for a letter grade, you must go to the Office of the Registrar by Wednesday, February 10, 2010.
If you are repeating a course that has a required co-requisite and you are not repeating the co-requisite, you must enroll in that course in the Office of the Registrar.

Are there limits to the number of hours or types of courses for which I may register?

You may register for as many as 18 hours in a semester.  With permission from your advisor you may register for 19 hours, but you must go to the Office of the Registrar to add the 19th hour since WebAdvisor limits your registration to 18 hours.  If you wish to take more than 19 hours, you must also complete an Application for Course Overload form available in the Office of the Registrar.  Remember, for 19 or more hours you will be charged additional tuition at the current part- time rate.  

Undergraduate students may not register for graduate courses, and the reverse is also true.  

What if a course section I want is closed?  Can I still get on the waitlist?  

Yes, most courses will have a waitlist.  There is a 10-student limit to each waitlist so it is possible that both the course section and its waitlist could be closed.   Please note that WebAdvisor will not allow you to put yourself on the waitlist for one course section and register in an open section of the same course.  All waitlists for the spring semester close on Tuesday, December 22 at 4:00 p.m. and waitlisted students will either be placed in their requested classes or dropped from the waitlist during the first week in January.  The waitlist process is not in effect during drop/add.  

I discussed my schedule with an advisor, yet WebAdvisor is telling me I must meet with my advisor.
Make sure you meet with your advisor of record.  Check with the Office of the Registrar to verify that your advisor is correctly assigned.  If your advisor is correctly assigned, ask him or her to clear you for registration.   

I took a class at another institution and it is not showing up on my course history.  What should I do?  

You should request an official transcript from the institution you attended.  If you turned in an approved Off Campus Credit form prior to taking the class, we will put the class on your record as soon as we receive the transcript.  
Last year my tuition bill did not get paid on time and all of my classes were dropped.  What happens if I pre-register through WebAdvisor and forget to pay my bill?  

Your courses will be dropped.  Students whose tuition bills are not paid by Tuesday, December 15, 2009 will be de-registered and their access to WebAdvisor registration will be denied.  Those students will have to re-register in the Science and Math Building beginning at 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, January 12, 2010.  
How can I print a copy of my schedule once I have finished registering?

Click on the printer icon on the top of the screen and your schedule will print on your Windows default printer.  

How can I get help with WebAdvisor?
