*Academic dishonesty as defined by the Honor Code as listed in the 2004-2005 Student Handbook and Activities Calendar:  plagiarism; unauthorized collaboration, copying, or acceptance or assistance in the preparation of academic work, etc; the use of notes, books or other unauthorized aids on exams; stating that assignments are completed when they are not; aiding or abetting a dishonest action of another student.

+ Plagiarism is defined in the Student Handbook and Activities Calendar as the “intentional representation of another person’s words, thoughts, or ideas as one’s own.”

Ranges of sanctions:

Depending upon the gravity of the violation, most sanctions include an educational component.  Sanctions in the last few years have ranged from warning to suspension (expulsion is possible sanction) and may also include, but are not limited to, sessions with the counseling center (when appropriate) or the director of academic advising; letter of apology to the professor or other student(s) involved; sessions at the learning center specifically addressing an area of concern; the rewriting of an assignment or paper or the assignment of a new paper or essay with correct citations; interviews with professors followed by reflection papers; completion of campus service; the submission of an editorial for the Herald about ethical decision-making, academic integrity, or another appropriate topic; etc.  
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
