Faculty Procedure in Honor Council Case – Meredith College







*Faculty member may give academic consequence (such as zero for assignment, F for course, etc.) at any time. Preferred:


Assign grade after Honor Council outcome.





Detect academic dishonesty in class*





Investigate to be certain evidence is clear and convincing





Sol. General, Chair or DOS will notify you of outcome of case.





Contact Solicitor General or Dean of Students to report student to HC.


Find out what is needed to prepare material witness information for case.





Ideal: Confront student about dishonest act and ask student to report herself to HC Solicitor General- call Dean of Students or Sol. General to say that you asked student to report herself and find out what is needed to prepare witness information for case.





If you cannot attend the case, Solicitor General will present your witness information on your behalf to Honor Council. Be sure that SG has all necessary info.





Ideal: If you are able to be present for the case, introduce material witness information when called by council (the Sol.General will greet you and give you directions when you arrive).





Sol. General will contact you regarding time, date, location of case (cases usually begin around 7 p.m. on Monday nights – 2 cases per night).





Prepare witness statement of facts of case with supporting documentation; chronology of events; copy of paper, test, cheat sheets used; etc.  Submit


info to Sol. General.
