Strategies for Preventing Plagiarism and Unauthorized Collaboration

· Plan ahead – don’t get into a situation where you are starting assignments or papers at the last minute.

· Educate yourself on what plagiarism and unauthorized collaboration are – what are the policies on your campus?

· Master correct citation – ask for clarification from the professor when you are in doubt.

· Visit the Learning Center. Ask a tutor to review a paper and clarify correct citation.
· Get to know your professor – visit during office hours and ask questions when you are unsure about subject matter or assignment instructions.

· Seek clarification about appropriate collaboration for specific courses – read the syllabus carefully and, when in doubt, ask the professor.  

· Keep accurate notes when gathering research for a paper or assignment.  

· If you are not going to meet a deadline for an assignment or paper, be honest with your professor (even if this means that submitting it later will translate to a lower grade on the assignment).  

· Learn to paraphrase without using the same specific language and sentence structure as the original author.  Use your own voice and analysis of the information to communicate ideas in a paper or on an assignment.

· If another student asks you to collaborate on an assignment, be certain that this collaboration will meet the expectations/instructions of the course instructor.    
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
