Past civilizations failed when it became too costly to maintain the status quo, according to Tainter. This is a thought provoking documentary that will inspire viewers to seek out additional information and consider the importance of seeking alternatives to continued levels of oil usage. Audio and video qualities are very good and some graphs add to the content.
