Sustainability Spotlight: Meredith Volunteers Conduct Trash Audit
Volunteers at Meredith conducted a trash audit on Friday, Jan. 30, to determine a baseline characterization of what’s in the trash on campus. The event was held to raise awareness of how much recyclable material is actually thrown away.
The trash audit was held from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m. in the courtyard between Carlyle Campbell Library and Stringfield Residence Hall.

A random sample of 5 to 10% trash from across campus was used to give an accurate representation of a day’s waste. For a campus the size of Meredith, that equals about 150-200 lbs. of trash.
Volunteers are sorting the items from the trash into containers for a variety of recyclable materials. Sustainability Coordinator Laura Fieselman plans to report the results of the audit on the sustainability office web site, www.meredith.edu/sustainability.
